Faculty of Vocational Studies UNAIR and Bach Mai Hos-
pital, Hanoi, Vietnam on Tuesday, 6 November signed
a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU). The Faculty of Vo-
cational Studies Universitas Airlangga was represented by
Prof. Dr. Retna Apsari, M. Si., as Vice Dean 1 and dr.

The MoU mainly implements a number of programs such
as full-time inbound students, full-time outbound students,
and staff inbound and outbound, international research and
publication collaboration.
